Ann and Harrow

Mark and Ann joined Harrow at the end of 2001 when Mark was appointed Deputy
Head Master. They travelled to Harrow School in London for two weeks in November
and fell in love with Harrow. Their schedule over two weeks starled early in the
morning and continued to late at night as they visited classes, attended sports
fixtures, concerts and clubs and socialized with many of the staff.

Soon after starting in January 2002 at Harrow Bangkok, Mark was appointed Head
Master. In the first year it was very stressful because teachers and students were
going to leave to go to the new Shrewsbury International School. Mark and Ann
hosted ‘Devonshire tea’ seminars for the parents of all the classes In the school
over a number of months. Ann was such a source of strength for Mark and was
great in reassuring parents of the strong future ahead for Harrow Bangkok as the
school prepared to move to its new campus in Don Muang.

Mark and Ann moved to the new site in July 2003 and set up home in a brand
new house on the school site where they lived for the next six years. They worked
hard to establish a school community on the new site. Ann was in the background
supporting so many of the activities of the teachers living onsite, such as setting up
a home delivery service from Foodland as well as making many trips with teachers
and their children to hospitals in Bangkok at times of illness or accident. She also
supported parent aclivities such as Friends of Harrow and the annual Harrow Fair
where she started the ‘Nearly New’ shop which is still a feature today of the Harrow
Fair. On many occasions before a major school event she could be seen in the
walkway at 1.00-2.00am putting up posters and balloons.

Probably Ann’s biggest contribution was taking over the chairmanship of the YWCA
early years centre for disadvantaged children at Pakkret which had become the charity
of Harrow International School's Churchill House. Ann worked tirelessly with Churchill
House to raise finds and ensure that the YWCA early years centre could continue
to operate.

She also welcomed prospective Harrow International School teachers to their interviews
at Harrow School in London and many teachers appointed to Harrow over the years
have talked about their first encounter with the schools by means of Ann's informative
conversation prior to interview.

At one of the Harrow fair prize-giving ceremonies, Mr Herbert, a much loved teacher
at Harrow, introduced Mark saying that everyone knew that the real headmaster was
Khun Annl He was probably right!
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
